	Introduction: 
	The Regional District is requesting quotations for gypsum container, removal and transportation services for gypsum received at the Pender Harbour Transfer Station and the Sechelt Landfill. 

In 2024, approximately 67 tonnes of gypsum was received at the Sechelt Landfill and 14 tonnes was received at the Pender Harbour. These numbers best reflect our current material acceptance procedures; however, the Regional District does not guarantee the tonnage. A breakdown of gypsum received by month has been provided in Appendix 1.

Contractors are encouraged to visit the sites to help understand the site layout and access. Site maps are provided in Appendix 2 and 3. Current site hours of operation are included in Appendix 4. 


	Sechelt Landfill Requirements: 
	The Contractor will perform the service in accordance with the General Requirements and any site-specific requirements listed below.
The Contractor will:
· Transport gypsum, along with the materials manifest, from the Sechelt Landfill to our gypsum recycling service provider. The gypsum will need to be delivered within 24 hours from leaving the Sechelt Landfill.
· Provide two (2) 40 yard or equivalent containers at all times for the collection of gypsum.  The Regional District may choose to utilize both containers or only one at their sole discretion. 


	Pender Harbour Transfer Station
	The Contractor will perform the service in accordance with the General Requirements and any site-specific requirements listed below.
· Transport all gypsum, along with the materials manifest, received at the Pender Harbour Transfer Station to our gypsum recycling service provider. The gypsum will need to be delivered within 24 hours from leaving the Pender Harbour Transfer Station.
· Provide one (1) 40 yard or equivalent container at all times for the collection of gypsum.


	General Responsibilities of the Contractor:
	At both the Sechelt Landfill and the Pender Harbour Transfer Station, the Contractor will:
· Provide all materials, supervision, labour, equipment and all else necessary for, or incidental to, the proper execution of the work described in the quotation; and
· Provide the required containers for the collection of gypsum as outlined above;

· Provide response to gypsum removal request from Regional District staff within 24 hours, with gypsum removal within 72 hours, with removal to occur during then-current site operating hours (provided in Appendix 4);
