The Sunshine Coast Regional District does not accept any conditions or reservations, customary or otherwise, subject to which the Seller may purport to sell, ship or deliver the goods, unless such conditions or reservations have been specifically accepted in writing, or verbally by the Sunshine Coast Regional District and no modification of the terms and conditions of this Order shall have any effect unless made in writing and signed by the Sunshine Coast Regional District and the Seller.
2. PAYMENT
